The CD
display will show (- -).

CD DRAWER (12) .

Insert CD in tray with the label side of CD
facing up.

Press the OPEN / CLOSE BUTTON (28) again
to close the CD DRAWER (12).

Press PLAY / PAUSE BUTTON (27) to begin
playing the CD.
