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C2) OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS:

Surround sound speaker systemsusing 5.1format are designed toconnect tocompatible audiodevices offering
5.1 output. Many pc’ s and DVD players already offerthis type of output. If youonly havea 2channel stereo
output itmay be possible topurchase aDolby digital5.1 decoderwhich willconvert thisinto a5.1 format. This is
not included with these speakers. Ifyou mustuse a2 channelinput thenthis shouldbe connectedto thefront L
and frontR input. This willresult ina stereooutput only.

1.POSITIONING

If youhave the 5.1 surround sound inputthen youcan experience the full performance ofthis system. Youwill
have theindivedual outputs for the subwoofer, front stereo, rear stereoand frontcentre speakers. Position the
front stereospeakers infront ofthe listening position andan equal distance tothe leftand rightsides. Ideally the
speakers should be aboutear height(whensitting tolisten)if possible and slightlyaway froma rearwall butthey
can behooded ontoa wallif necessary. Ifthey areplaced ona slippery surface, alittle blue-tack may help hold
them inplace. These speakers contribute a lotto the overall audio so careful placement iscrucial toyour
enjoyment ofthe music.

The centre speaker should be placedon your TV screenor yourcomputer screen(dependingupon
application)as this speaker isused forvocal content. The voicesin amovie needto sound as thoughthey are
coming fromthe Tvset sotry positioningthis ontop ofthe set.

The rearspeakers areused forspecial effectsand are not ascrucial intheir placement. Agood positionfor these
is highup onthe wallbehind thelistening position, perhaps pointingdownward alittle.

The subwooferhouses apowerful bassdriver and the positioning of thisunit canhave an effect onthe quality of
the bass. If theunit isplaced ina corner, thebass willbe amplified by thereflection fromthe walls. This position
will give maximum bassbut cansound quite boomy. Aposition neara rearwall butaway fromthe corneris best
as thiswill give a little boost tothe bass without beingtoo much. Experiment with the positionto achieve best
results. Also note that the unit receivesthe signalsfrom theremote control. The range of transmission from the
remote isnot toogreat sodon’t positionthe bassunit toofar fromthe listening position.

2.CONNECTING

(1).Switch offthe powerfirst before connecting any part ofthe system.

(2).Connect all 5 satellite speakers totheir relative speaker outputspring clipson therear panelof the
subwoofer. Please noteto matchthe colour, redto redand blackto black. Note thatthe cablefor therear
speakers islonger thanthe front.

(3).Connect theinputs toyour PCor DVD player as shown infigure.

(4).Plug the AC power pluginto the wall outlet, as shownin figure.
