Use this sewing machine only for its intended use as described in this manual,

Use only accessories recomiended by the manufacturer as contained in this manual.
Never operate this sewing machine if it has a damaged cord or plug, if it is not working properly,
if it has been dropped or damaged, or dropped into water. Return the sewing machine to the
nearest authorized dealer or service center for examination, repair, electrical or mechanical
adjustment.

Never operate the sewing machine with any of the air openings blocked. Keep the ventilation
openings of the sewing machine and foot controller free from the accumulation of lint, dust
and loose cloth.

= Never drop or insert any object into any openings.

Do not use this machine outdoors.

Do not operate this machine where aerosol (spray) products are being used or where oxygen
is being administered.

To disconnect, turn the main switch to the symbol “ O * position which represents off, then
remove plug from outlet.

* Do not unplug by pulling on the cord. To unplug, grasp the plug and pull, not the cord.

Keep fingers away from all moving parts. Special care is required around the sewing machine
needle.
Always use the proper needle plate. The wrong plate can cause the needle to break.

= Do not use a bent needle.
* Do not pull or push the fabric while stitching. It may deflect the needle causing it to break.

Switch the sewing machine to the off, symbol “ Q * position when making and adjustments in
the needle area. such as threading the needle, changing the needle, threading the bobbin, or changing
the presser foot.

Always unplug the sewing machine from the electrical outlet when removing covers, lubricating,
or when making any other user service adjustments mentioned in this instruction manual.

Raising or Lowering the Presser
Foot

By raising or lowering the presser foot lifter, the
presser foot goes up and down respectively.
For additional clearance, the foot lifter can be
raised higher to sew on heavy fabrics.

= Regulating the Presser Foot
Pressure (Patch-0-Matic)

To release the pressure, push ring(A)
downwards. This causes the regulator to spring
up to its highest position. The material is now
free from any pressure of the presser foot.

For sewing thin or light materials push regulator
(B) down just a little to provide the light pressure
required.

If you are sewing thick or heavy materials, push
the regulator (B) farther down to increase the
pressure on the material.
