•	 Tool required for battery replacement: Phillips screwdriver (not included). 
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Your Player 

Home Button
Press to return to the home 
screen or adjust screen contrast.

Power/Volume Switch
Slide the switch to either on with low 	
volume      , on with high volume        
or off O.

D-Pad
Press the arrows to play 	
games or make selections.

Action Button	 	
Press to make selections.

•	 Press      or      on the D-pad to adjust screen contrast.
•	 Press the action button to save this setting.

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Battery Replacement

For best performance, we recommend that you replace batteries that 
came with this toy, with three, new “AAA” (LR03) alkaline batteries.
•	Locate the battery compartment door on back of the player.
•	Loosen the screw in the battery compartment door with a Phillips screw-

driver. Remove the battery compartment door.
•	 Insert three “AAA” (LR03) alkaline batteries.
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Protect the environment by not disposing of this product with 	
household waste (2002/96/EC). Check your local authority for 	
recycling advice and facilities (Europe only).

•	Replace the battery compartment door and tighten the screw with 	
a Phillips screwdriver. Do not over-tighten. 

•	Replace batteries when:
	 - Display on the screen becomes difficult to see.
	 - Toy functions erratically.
	 - Sounds become faint or there are no sounds at all.
