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Storage Care

+ The pad and headrest are machine washable. Wash the pad
and headrest separately in cold water on the gentle cycle.
Do not use bleach.Tumble dry separately on low heat and
remove promptly.

+ The frame and base tray may be wiped clean using a mild
cleaning solution and a damp cloth. Do not immerse the
base tray.

+ The food trays are dishwasher safe. Simply remove the food
tray from the base tray and place in your dishwasher.

To remove the pad:

» Remove the four elastic loops from the pegs on the
underside and back of the seat.

+ Unfasten the pad strap and headrest strap from the
seat back.

+ Feed the shoulder portion of the waist/shoulder belts
through the slots in the seat back, the pad and the headrest.

* Feed the waist portion of the waist/shoulder belts and
crotch belt down through the slots in the seat.

+ Remove the waist/shoulder belts and crotch belt through
the slots in the pad.

+ Unfasten the pad fasteners from the front edge of the
seat bottom.
