Air Filter Cleaning

The air filter should be checked at least once a month to see if

cleaning is necessary.

Trapped particlesin thefilter can build up and cause an accumulation

of froston the coolingcoils.

» Open the front panel.

» Grasp the filterby the centerand pull upand out.

* Wash the filter using liquid dishwashing detergent and warm
water. Rinse filter thoroughly. Gently shake excess waterfrom the
filter. Be sure filteris thoroughly drybefore replacing.

* Or,instead of washing you may vacuum the filter clean.

Cabinet Cleaning
* Be sure to unplug the air conditioner to prevent shock or fire
hazard. The cabinet and frontmay be dustedwith an oil-free cloth
or washed with acloth dampenedin a solution of warm water and
mild liquid dishwashingdetergent. Rinse thoroughlyand wipe dry.

* Never use harshcleaner, waxor polish onthe cabinet front.
