Read all instructions before using this tool!

Keep work area clean. Cluttered areas invite injuries.

Observe work area conditions. Do not use machines or power tools in damp or wet
locations. Don’t expose to rain. Keep work area well lighted. Do not use electrically
powered tools in the presence of flammable gases or liquids.

Keep children away. Children must never be allowed in the work area. Do not let them
handle machines, tools, or extension cords.

Store idle equipment. When not in use, tools must be stored in a dry location to inhibit
rust. Always lock up tools and keep out of reach of children.

Do not force tool. It will do the job better and more safely at the rate for which it was
intended. Do not use inappropriate attachments in an attempt to exceed the tool capacity.

Use the right tool for the job. Do not attempt to force a small tool or attachment to do the
work of a larger industrial tool. Do not use a tool for a purpose for which it was not in-
tended.

Guard against electric shock. Prevent body contact with grounded surfaces such as
pipes, radiators, ranges, and refrigerator enclosures.

Replacement parts and accessories. When servicing, use only identical replacement
parts. Use of any other parts will void the warranty. Only use accessories intended for use
with this tool.

Unpacking

When unpacking, check to make sure that all parts and accessories are included and in

good condition. If any parts are missing or broken, please call Harbor Freight Tools at the
number on the cover of this manual as soon as possible.

Now that the proper die is installed, you are ready to attach
the Ratchet Holder to the pipe, and begin cutting threads.

1.

Preparation for Pipe Threading

Assemble the Handle parts (18 and 20) and insert threaded portion of Handle (18) into
Ratchet Holder (8).

Determine the size of the pipe to be threaded.
Pick the appropriate die to be used. Die sizes are stamped on the outside of each die.

Insert the die into the Ratchet Holder. It is a force fitting, and once the die is in the Ratchet
Holder, it may require light tapping with a wooden mallet to remove the die.

Have an oil can available to be used during the threading operation.

The pipe to be threaded must be properly secured during the threading operation.

To reverse the threading direction, pull out the reversing knob, turn it 180 degrees until the
arrow points in the opposite direction and drop it back into place.

Operation

Place the rear of the die over the end of the pipe to be

threaded. Verify that the inside diameter of the die
matches the outside diameter of the pipe.
2. Make sure that the pipe to be threaded is properly Pipe *
held in place. Die
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Operation (continued)

Caution: Make sure the pipe end and threads of the die are suffi-
ciently oiled at all times. Otherwise, die life will be shortened and
the threads will be rough.

While applying pressure to the end of the pipe, begin rotating the Handle around the pipe
to engage the die to the pipe end. Continue this operation until the desired thread length
is achieved.

To disengage the Ratchet Holder after threading is complete, follow steps discussed in #7
on prior page to reverse the direction, and then rotate the Handle until the die is disen-
gaged from the pipe end.

When sliding the pipe out of the Ratchet Holder, be careful not to damage newly cut
threads.

Maintenance

Clean the Pipe Threading tool after each use. Clean dies after each use. Check for bro-
ken teeth or pipe material between teeth.

When not in use, store all parts in the case, and store the case in a dry location.
